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APPLICATION

Surface Preparation ... Existing (Old) Concrete:
Surface preparation is extremely important.
Concrete must always be clean and dry, with all
stains, oil, grease, dust, and dirt removed prior to
application. If not, they will be amplified by the
transparent sheen finish. CAUTION: If aliquid
compound other than VOCOMP-20, VOCOMP-
25, or VOCOM P-30 has been used, do not apply
VOCOMP-30 until al traces of the compound
have been completely removed and the surface is
clean and dry. New Concrete: Apply VOCOMP-
30 when the surface water has disappeared and
the concrete surface will not be marred by
walking workmen.

Mixing ... For optimum performance, gentle
mixing or agitation is recommended. CAUTION:
TO AVOID FOAMING, DO NOT MIX
EXCESSIVELY.

Application Method ... A typical industrial
sprayer, such as a Chapin 1949, provides an easy,
economical method of application. VOCOMP-30
can also be applied using alint-free roller or
lambs wool applicator. Care should be taken to
maintain a wet-edge during application to prevent
roller marksin dried film.

VOCOMP-30 should be sprayed on with a
Chapin 5916 tip that produces a flow of 1/10 of
one gallon per minute. Spray on in afine, fog
pattern without spurts and dribbles to form athin,
continuous film.

For added protection and a greater sheen on new
or existing (old) concrete, we recommend two
coats of VOCOMP-30 be applied at right angles.
